To qualify, an Honoree must have been:

1. Aresident of Rockaway Township for at least 10 years. (need to provide proof of residency, i.e. utility bill,
property tax bill, bank statement)

2. Serving in active duty in the U.S. Army, Navy, Marines, Air Force, Army National Guard, Air National
Guard, U.S. Coast Guard, U.S. Merchant Marine, Women Air Force Service Pilots, OR be a military
veteran (living or deceased) in one of the above-mentioned military branches and has been honorably
discharged. (need to provide discharge papers)
